With the arrival of summer, the Office of Code Enforcement has been responding to a ni
of complaints with respect to property maintenance. Please be aware that all complaints are t3g

ously, so your cooperation would be appreciated. Many times the Codes Enforcement Officer
views other violations of other properties when responding to the initial complaint.

Upon the CEO confirming the complaint as a violation or viewing other violations, he will attemj

make contact or leave his business card requesting the resident to contact him. A lack of respc
cooperation will result in a violation letter being issued to the property owner and/or resident.

If you receive a violation letter, you can confirm the citation of the Code of the Village of
Fayetteville by going to the Villageds web
Afecode3600. For a violation of the Proper

1 Garbage and Rubbishi Although Chapter 86 does not regulate when one places garbage al
rubbish containers out for collection, it would be appreciated that no containers, bags, etc. be p
the curbprior to 5:00 PM the daybefore the garbage and/or rubbish is scheduled for pickup. CHh
86 does require that these containers be removed from publitheigday of collection Please note
that construction debris can only be placed on the curb for collection asttkeiday of the month

1 Grass and Weeds Chapter 92 states that any growth, grass, weeds or other uncultivated ve
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in excess of six inchebe cut and remove. Please remember that grass clippings are no longer allowed

to be in your garbage and/or rubbish, so it would make sense to follow the recomme ndzaioe Ibf
Cooperative Extensicand mulched your grass.

1 Swimming Poolsi Chapter 154 requires one to maintain the pooland related filtration equip

M tract mosquitoes. Also, one must maintain, at a minimum, a four (4) foot barrier around
pool with an entrance gate that locks. An opening in your barrier may attract young chi
especially when you are not home or away for a long period oftime. If you have recent
stalled or replace your pool in the past year or so, a pool alarm is required.

9 Parking on Lawnsi Chapter 187 prohibits parking in front yards or within five feet of any sid
rear lot line except in driveways. This applies to all motorized vehicles including boats, trailers,

T Storage or Parking Vehicles Chapter 170 limits the storage or parking of any vehicle to thos
that are licensed. Ten (10) days after licensing, that vehicle must have an inspection sticke
front windshield. This applies to all motorized vehicles, boats, trailers, etc.
